
Indigenous Cultural Safety, Cultural  
Humility, and Anti-Racism Practice Standard 

What we heard from registrants 

BCCNM and the College of Physicians and Surgeons of BC (CPSBC) partnered in 2020 to develop 
a new shared cultural safety and humility standard. The new Indigenous Cultural Safety, Cultural 
Humility, and Anti-Racism practice standard came into effect February 25, 2022. 

In early June 2023, BCCNM surveyed nurses and midwives (RMs) to evaluate their awareness of 
the standard and the accompanying learning resources. 391 registrants completed the survey.
